
 
Brown was a 13-time national champion and 20 times a member of the USA 
Team in both track or cross country. Brown was the state champion in the 
880-yard run as a sophomore, junior and senior. She also set a state record 
in winning her second straight 440-yard championship as a senior. She was 
the state cross country champion in 1972.  Brown started her collegiate ca-
reer at UCLA before transferring to Cal State Northridge.  Brown qualified for 
the U.S. Olympic Team in the 800 and 1,500 meters and in the marathon. 
She was the world IAAF cross country champion in 1975 and won the Brod-
erick Award for Outstanding Athlete in track and cross country in 1977.  She 
won three silver medals at the U.S. Pan American Games in 1979 and won 

the U.S. Olympic track and field trials at 5,000 meters.  
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
